GEORGETOWN SUMMER VOLLEYBALL LEAGUE
Rules & Information

Welcome!  Thanks for choosing to be a part of the Georgetown Summer Volleyball League.  All matches will be played at Georgetown High School located at 2211 North Austin Avenue and our Annex right next door.
COACHES RULES:   Match play will consist of two rally point games to 25 with a 27 point cap.  Both games will count towards the win/loss record.  Teams will be will be assigned times to score keep and call lines.  Coaches will assign duties and assure that line judges and scorekeepers will be there. Book will be kept by paid bookkeepers but scorekeepers (flippers) must be provided by the assigned team. Certified officials will be provided by GSVL.  Warm-up time is 4 minutes of shared hitting and 1 minute of shared serving.  Timeouts are limited to 2 per game.  Time between games is 2 minutes.

GSVL understands that some players go to camps and on vacation.  So league teams can play with less than 6 players, but teams must have at least 2 players to play a game.  If you have a player arrive late they may step in and play at any time. Libero tracking will not be provided, coaches are on the honor system.  As of 1/30/07, the Libero  will be allowed to serve in High School play, so we will follow that rule.  All players must wear their summer league jersey to be able to play each night.  Players also may not alter their League t-shirt without permission.  This rule WILL BE ENFORCED.  They MUST be on the summer league roster in order to play.   Please abide by this rule for liability purposes and to make play fair.
League nights are fast-paced and very hectic.  If your team is not on time and ready to play, you may be forced to forfeit.  POSTED MATCH TIME is 1st game forfeit, and then 15 minutes later is the 2nd game forfeit time.  To help with time, matches can start up to 10 minutes early, except for the first match of the evening.  Unfortunately, some nights may run behind, GSVL will do everything possible to keep things on time.

Warm-up time is very short, so you may want to bring your own balls and warm-up outside.  Georgetown volleyballs are not allowed outside and there will be absolutely no balls in the hallways or foyer. If balls go missing we will have to limit the number of balls allowed for warm-up.  Monitor your players and do not let them bring any outside food or drinks into the gyms.Player's water bottles are okay.No outside chairs may be brought in.
