V. New Business

A misunderstanding about pledging for each dig or for a flat donation was discussed. It was decided that flat donations would be the best this year instead of tracking digs per player. Donations will be taken through the end of October.
· The end of the season banquet has been arranged by Theresa Fulling and the banquet committee to be held at Avery Ranch again this year. The facility is very nice and does not need much decorating. Decorating at Westwood was too costly and the biggest issue was the time allowed to host the banquet. People were not allowed to start decorating until 4:30 with the banquet starting at 6:00.  Invitations will be sent out with a response card to each family. Players and coaches meals will be paid for by the booster club and family members meals will be $15 a piece. The banquet will wrap up the end of the 2007 season.
· Jill Uhlenhop commented that Varsity would be going to playoffs and that there was a tradition of the moms doing a dance before the girls left Westwood for their first playoff game. This was discussed and it was decided that the dads would be the one to dance this year before playoffs. The tradition will continue with a change in role
